1 Note: The top grille is just about 1/4" shorter than ﬁ‘:
the bottom grille. = — —
Optional (for vehicles with black plastic cover under hood), Pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of OEM grille /
2 front panel) from vehicle. This will allow access to the rear of the grille shell. If you are still unable to access the rear,
remove the grille shell and reattach after installation.
3 Place a U-clip nut over each of the holes on the flat tabs.
4 Center the billet grille into the opening of the factory grille shell. Secure the screws to the holes on the front of the grille. Be
sure the bolts are through the OEM grille shell.
5 Secure billet grille using the tabs and U-Clip nuts
from the back side of the OEM qgrille shell.
6 Make sure the billet grille is centered and tighten the fasteners, but do not over-tighten.
7 Repeat steps 4 — 6 for the bottom grille installation.
8 Reinstall the black plastic cover which was removed in step 2.
