Step Description illustration 

1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list. 

 

2 
Optional (for vehicles with black plastic cover under hood)，Pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of OEM grille 

/ front panel) from vehicle. This will allow access to the rear of the grille shell. If you are still unable to access the rear,  
remove the grille shell and reattach after installation. 

3 
Place U-clip on one end of each of the three Tabs 
as shown. Also install U-clip on the lower grille area 
in three places of the grille shell. 

 

4 
Install the three Tabs on the grille shell using the 
supplied screws. 

 

5 Remove the outer two, of the four plastic clips on top of the grille area. 

6 

Slide U-clip on each side of the two Z brackets. 
Fasten the two Z brackets on the vehicle in the 
holes you removed the plastic clips from using the 
supplied screws & U clips. 

 

7 

Secure the grille with the rest of the provided 
screws from front side of grille. Start with the middle 
welded tab, and fasten with a screw and spacer 
(spacer goes behind the grille) to the factory hole 
and U clip. Then install the lower and upper welded 
tabs into the hardware you added to the truck.
