Pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of OEM grille / front panel) from vehicle. This will allow access to the rear

2| ofthe grille shell.

3 Remove the plastic clips on the under hood cover.(Fig 1)

4 Removing the under hood cover.(Fig 2)

5 Remove bolts that secure grille shell to the core support.(Fig 3)

Give the plastic screw fasteners on the grille shell 1/2 turn.(Fig 4)

Give the plastic screw fasteners located on the bottom of the grille shell 1/2 turn.(Fig 5)

8 Remove grille shell.(Fig 6)

Secure billet grille using the screws from the back
side of the OEM grille shell.

Repeat steps 12&13 to install lower grille.
