1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list.

Pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of OEM grille / front panel) from vehicle. This will allow access to the rear 
of the grille shell.  

3 
Place the powder coated brackets over the fully threaded suds and hold in place using the k-lock nuts. Do not fully tighten, 
they will need to be adjusted later. 

4 
Set the billet grille into the factory grille shell opening. The powder coated brackets will pick up the factory mounting points 
and use the factory hardware. 

5 Once the billet grille is centered to your liking, mark and drill the four lower mounting holes. 

6 Secure the upper mounting hardware and attach the lower portion of the grille using the #8 screws and speed clips. 

7 Make sure the billet grille is centered and tighten the fasteners. But do not over-tighten. 

8 Reinstall the black plastic cover which was removed in step 2.
