1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list. 

 

2 Remove plastic shroud between top of grille and radiator support. Retain all mounting fasteners. 

3 Remove factory grille. 

4 
Connect safety release extension to safety release lever by drilling 1/4” hole in the base of lever and attaching with 1/4” 

bolt and nut provided. 

5 Put the green U-clip nuts provided where the bottom clips of the factory grille attach. 

6 Align the two outside tabs of the grille to the factory grilles top attachments points using the factory screws. 

7 Put the screws provided in the kit in the bottom two tabs of the grille. 

8 Replace the plastic filler panel using the factory fasteners. Delete the second, third, fifth, and sixth fastener in the shroud.   

9 Make sure the billet grille is centered and tighten the fasteners ,but do not over-tighten. 

10 Clean with mild soap and water. Never use acids or abrasives.
