Install Notes: Overlay Replacement Drill Cut

Step Description illustration

1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list.

Pop hood, remove the plastic shroud at the top
and set fasteners aside. Using factory
instructions,remove the entire front grille
shell .Place the grille face up on a work-
table.Cut the center mesh along the top and
bottom opening; make your cut at the base of
the mesh.Continue the cuts down the grille
across the chrome bar as shown.Make your cut
in line with the grille opening; draw a guide-line
using a marker. File or sand your cuts smooth.

(1) Attach the 95° L Brackets to screws on the
top of the grille,secure them with nuts.

(2) Attach the 85°L Brackets to the screws on
the bottom of the grill, secure them with nuts.

(3) Attach the 90°L Brackets to the other screws
on the grill, secure them with nuts.
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4 Position the Grille onto grille shell cavity.

5 Mark locations for drilling on the shell through the holes of L Brackets, Then drill holes on the those locations.

Attach the Grille to the shell by inserting the
screws through the tabs of L Bracket and holes
on the shell; secure them with Nuts provided

7 Reinstall the plastic shroud with the fasteners removed in step 2.
