Remove five nuts that hold factory grille shell to hood. Remove four bolts holding grille shell insert to hood. Remove grille 
shell assembly. 

3 Unclip grille shell insert from grille shell and remove. 

4 
Set billet grille in back of grille shell. Mark locations of five lower mounting tabs, making sure that lower crossbar is flush to 

backside of grille shell. Drill with 1/4″ drill bit. 

5 Slide five U-clip nuts onto lower mounting tabs. Fasten lower mounting tabs with # 10 x 3/4″pinhead screws to grille shell. 

6 Attach grille shell assembly to hood with five factory nuts. 

7 
Attach two mounting brackets to hood with four factory bolts. Attach mounting brackets to billet grille with 1/4-20 bolts and 
nuts. 

8 Make sure the billet grille is centered and tighten the fasteners.
