1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list.

Start with the main grille. Pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of OEM grille / front panel) from 
vehicle. This will allow access to the rear of the grille shell.  

3 
Center the billet grille into the opening. Make sure the alignment tab on the bottom is positioned behind the 
bumper cover. Use the factory fastener to secure the lower mounting bracket to the factory mount. ( Do not 
tighten this fastener yet). 

4 
Close the hood and adjust the billet insert. Hold the billet insert firmly in place and open the hood. Drill a 
1/8″hole at each mounting bracket on top. Use the screws provided to secure the top mounting brackets. 
Tighten all the mounting hardware. 

 

Move on to the bumper grille.  Center the billet insert 
over the opening in the air dam. Mark the brackets to 
the factory grille. 
 
Drill a 1/8″hole at each mark. Re position the billet 
insert over the opening. Use the #8 screws to secure 
the billet insert to the opening. 
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6 Make sure the billet grille is centered and tighten the fasteners, but do not over-tighten. 

7 Reinstall the black plastic cover which was removed in Step 2.
