1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list.

2 Optional: pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of OEM grille) from vehicle. If you are still unable to access the
rear, remove the grille shell according to factory manual.

Note the vertical bars in the center opening. Cut each bar at the bottom where it meets the lower portion of the grille shell
(Do not cut the lower trailing ledge of the grille shell). The lower mounting tabs need to be trimmed to allow the insert to sit
flush behind the shell. Now cut the center out along the 1/8″line that borders the opening. File or sand any rough edges
smooth.

The billet insert has two brackets on the outer ends on top and four brackets along the bottom. Center the billet insert flush
behind the grille shell opening. The top brackets on the billet should line up with the two mounting clips on top of the grille
shell. Drill a 1/8″at the four lower brackets. From the bottom, river the four brackets to the grille. Now drill a 1/8″hole at
the two upper brackets. Fasten a screw and clip each hole.

5 Make sure the insert is centered and tighten the hardware.

6 Reinstall the plastic shroud with the fasteners removed in Step 2.

7 Installation completed.
