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STEP 1

Start installation from the driver side front of the vehicle. Locate
the factory holes in the bottom and inside of the floor panel
towards the front tire opening, (Fig 1). IMPORTANT: On some
vehicles, the body panel may be filled with expanding foam
insulation. Use a long flat blade screwdriver or heavy wire,
(coat hanger for example), to dig out the foam to provide clear-
ance for the M10 Bolt / M8 Nut Plates, (Fig 2).

Select (1) Driver Front Mounting Bracket. Position the Bracket
up to the vehicle and over the previously installed M10 Bolt /
M8 Nut Plate, (Fig 4). Attach the Bracket to the M10 Bolt with
(1) M10 Large Flat Washer, (1) M10 Lock Washer and (1) M10
Hex Nut. Attach the Bracket to the M8 Nut with (1) M8X1.25-
30mm Hex Bolt, (1) M8 Lock Washer and (1) M8 Large Flat
Washer, (Fig 4). Do not fully tighten hardware at this time.

STEP 2

Select (1) M10 Bolt / M8 Nut Plate, (Fig 3A). Insert the bent
end with the M8 Nut into the hole in the bottom of the floor pan-
el, (Fig 3B). Line up the Hex Nut with the hole in the side of the
floor panel. Thread (1) M10 Plastic Washer onto the M10 Bolt
end of the Bolt/Nut Plate, (Fig 3B). NOTE: The M10 Plastic
Washer is provided to help hold the Bolt/Nut Plate in position
during Bracket installation.

M10 Double Nut Plate, (Fig 6A). Insert the Double Nut Plate
into the large hole in the floor panel reinforcement, (Fig 6B).
Line up the threaded hole with the single small hole in the rein-
forcement, (Fig 7).

Select (1) Driver Center Mounting Bracket. NOTE: There is no
left or right to the center Bracket, they will fit either side. Line up
the (2) holes in the Center Bracket with the Double Nut Plate.

35mm Hex Bolts, (2) M10 Lock Washers and (2) M10 Large
