STEP 1 

Starting installation from the driver side front of the vehicle. 
Locate the factory hole in the side of the inner body panel, (Fig 

1A & 1B).  

IMPORTANT: Hole may be covered with rubber plug, sealing 
tape and/or heavy undercoating if equipped. Remove excess 
undercoating from all mounting locations so that Brackets will 

install flat against body panel and pinch weld.

STEP 2 

Select (1) M8 Bolt Plate and (1) M8 Plastic Washer. Thread the 
M8 Plastic Washer part way onto the M8 Bolt Plate. Insert the 
M8 Bolt Plate into the hole and tighten the M8 Plastic Washer 

against the body panel, (Fig 1B).  

IMPORTANT: NOTE: The Plastic Washer is designed to 
keep the Bolt Plate from falling into the body panel during 
bracket installation. 

STEP 3 

Select the Driver Front Mounting Bracket (DFM) and the Driver 
Front Support Bracket (DFS). Attach the Support Bracket to the 
front of the Mounting Bracket with (1) M8X1.25-25mm Hex Bolt, 
(2) M8 Flat Washers and (1) M8 Nylon Lock Nut, (Fig 2). Do 

not fully tighten hardware at this time.  

Note: Driver Front Support Bracket (DFS) are different with (5)

Attach the Driver Front Mounting Bracket (DFM) to the M8 Bolt 
Plate with (1) M8 Large Flat Washer, (1) M8 Lock Washer and 
(1) M8 Hex Nut, (Fig 3). Do not fully tighten hardware at this 
time. Line up the top of the Support Bracket with the outside of 
the pinch weld.

Move to the driver side rear mounting location. Locate the fac-
tory hole in the bottom of the floor panel, (Fig 4). Repeat Steps 
1-4 to attach the Driver Rear Mounting Bracket (DRM) and 

Support Bracket, (Fig 5).

STEP 6 

Once all (2) Driver side mounting brackets are installed, then 

proceed to the Step Bar installation. (Figs 6 & 7) 

(1) Select (1) Slider and (2) M8X1.25-35mm Carriage Bolts; 

(2) Install (2) M8X1.25-35mm Carriage Bolts in (1) Slider.  

(3) Slide the Slider (with carriage bolts) to the Step Bar.  

(4) Repeat to install the other (1) slider to the step bar.  

(5) Attach the Step Bar (with the Sliders) onto the installed 
mounting brackets. Position the Sliders to the installed brack-
ets. Secure the Step Bar to the installed Brackets by using (4) 
M8 Large Flat Washers and (4) M8 Nylon Lock Nuts and (2) 

Sliders, (Fig 7). Do not fully tighten hardware at this time.  

Note: The Sliders are packed with the Step Bars. 

STEP 7 

Adjust the (2) Support Brackets, attach the Brackets to the out-
side of the pinch weld. Mark the location of the (2) slots in the 
Support Brackets onto the pinch weld, (Fig 8). Drill (2) 5/16” 
through holes on the pinch weld for the front and rear Support 

Brackets, (Fig 8). 

NOTE: Drill the holes as far away from the bottom edge of the 
pinch weld as possible. IMPORTANT: Do not drill on the welds 

on the pinch weld if possible.

Attach the top of the Support Brackets to the outside of the 
pinch weld with (1) M8X1.25-25mm Hex Bolt, (2) M8 Flat 
Washers and (1) M8 Nylon Lock Nut, (Fig 9). Reinstall the Run-

ning Board. Level, adjust and tighten all hardware.
