STEP 1 

Start installation from the driver side front of the vehicle. Locate 
the (2) factory 8mm threaded holes located in the bottom of the 
floor panel, (Fig 1). NOTE: Trays must be removed on models 
equipped with undertray and will not be reinstalled. Threaded 
holes may be covered with insulation. Clean mounting locations 
as required for proper Bracket installation.

(2) factory threaded holes with (2) M8X1.25-30mm Hex Bolts, 
(2) M8 Large Flat Washers and (2) M8 Lock Washers, (Figs 2

STEP 3 

 

Move to the center of the vehicle. Locate the threaded hole and 
rubber plugs in the bottom of the floor panel, (Fig 4). Remove the 
tray if equipped. Remove the outer rubber plug. Select (1) M10X40 
Short Bolt Plate and (1) M10 Plastic Washer, (Figs 5 & 6). Thread 
the M10 Plastic Washer part way onto the Bolt Plate. Insert the Bolt 
Plate into the round hole and tighten the Plastic Washer down until 
it is tight against the floor panel. NOTE: Plastic Washer is designed 
to help hold the Bolt Plate in place during Bracket installation. Use

STEP 4 

Select the Driver Center Mounting Bracket (DCM). Attach the 
Bracket to the threaded hole with (1) M8X1.25-30mm Hex Bolt, 
(1) M8 Large Flat Washer and (1) M8 Lock Washer, (Figs 6 & 
7). Attach the Bracket to the M10X40 Short Bolt Plate with (1) 
M10 Large Flat Washer, (1) M10 Lock Washer and (1) M10 
Hex Nut, (Figs 6 & 7). Do not fully tighten hardware at this 

time.

Move to the rear of the vehicle. Locate the oval hole in the bot-
tom and (2) round holes in the inner side of the floor panel, (Fig 

8). Remove the rubber plugs if equipped.

STEP 6 

Select (1) M8 Bolt/Nut Plate and (1) M8 Plastic Washer. Thread 
the Plastic Washer part way onto the Bolt. Insert the nut end of 
the Bolt/Nut Plate into one round hole and line it up with the 
2nd round hole. Tighten the Plastic Washer down until it is tight 

against the floor panel, (Fig 9).  

Select (1) M10X40 Long Bolt Plate and (1) M10 Plastic Wash-
er. Thread the Plastic Washer part way onto the Long Bolt 
Plate. Insert the Long Bolt Plate into the oval hole and tighten 

the Plastic Washer down until it is tight against the floor panel.

STEP 7 

Select the Driver Rear Mounting Bracket (DRM). Attach the 
Bracket to the bottom M10X40 Long Bolt Plate with (1) M10 
Large Flat Washer, (1) M10 Lock Washer and (1) M10 Hex Nut, 
(Figs 10 & 11). Attach the Bracket to the 8mm Bolt/Nut Plate 
with (1) M8X1.25-30mm Hex Bolt, (2) M8 Large Flat Washers, 
(2) M8 Lock Washers and (1) M8 Hex Nut, (Figs 10 & 11). Do 

not fully tighten hardware at this time.

STEP 8 

Once all (3) mounting brackets are installed, then proceed to 
the Step Bar installation. According to the style of Step Bar 

proceed to the correct installation STEPS.  

Note: Aluminum Step Bar refer to STEP 9; Stainless Steel 
Step Bar skip to STEP 10. 

STEP 9 

Aluminum Step Bar Installation: 
Select a Aluminum Step Bar. Slip (3) M6x1-20mm Square 
Head Bolts into each bottom channel (Fig 12). Carefully posi-
tion the Step Bar onto the (3) Mounting Brackets.   
IMPORTANT: Do not slide the Step Bar on the Brackets or the 
bottom surface of the board will be damaged. Attach the Step 
Bar to each Mounting Brackets with (2) M6x1-20mm Square 
Head Bolts, (2) M6 Large Flat Washers and (2) M6 Nylon Lock 
Nuts, (Fig 13). Do not fully tighten at this time.  
Level and adjust the Step Bar and fully tighten all hardware.  
Repeat Steps 1-9 for the other side Step Bar installation. The 
installation is completed!!! 
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Attention 
Do periodic inspections to the installation to make sure 

that all hardware is secure and tight.

STEP 10 

Stainless Steel Step Bar Installation:  

Select a Stainless Steel Step Bar (with the U-Sliders installed 
on the Bar). Loose the U-Sliders, reposition the U-Sliders onto 
the board according to the (3) Installed Mounting Brackets loca-
tion, (Fig 14). Re-secure the U-Sliders on the Step Bar. Attach 
the Step Bar to the installed Mounting Brackets with (6) M6X1-
20mm Hex Bolts, (6) M6 Large Flat Washers & (6) M6 Lock 

Washers, (Fig 15). Do not fully tighten hardware at this time.  

Level and adjust the Step Bar and fully tighten all hardware. 
Repeat Steps 1-8 and 10 for the other side Step Bar installa-

tion. The installation is completed!!!
